Brief Profile of Prof. Usha Rani Vayasuhe Reddy 

  Born in 1949, Prof. Usha Rani Vayasuhe Reddy got her Master's in Journalism and Communication from the University of Florida Gainesville, Florida, USA in 1975 and Ph.D in Communication from Pune University, Pune in 1985.

 She is currently working as Professor of Education and Director, Centre for Human Development, Administrative Staff College, Hyderabad. Her work in the organization chiefly consists in energizing and developing education and Gender Studies while overseeing the Health Studies sector in such a way that a seamless partnership develops in the three areas critical to the achievement of the Millenium Development Goals.

  Her official positions have been both academic and adminstrative. From 1978 to 1998, she worked as Professor and Director, Audio Visual Research Centre, Osmania University, Hyderabad.
